OPERATION SPIN! Pre-Op Schedule

SPIN has been performing ”triage” for over 30 years, giving families the opportunity to meet and network with other parents and professionals and receive valuable information when they need it.  Our conference is a time to “scrub in and suit up” for the challenging job of parenting and advocating for our children with disabilities. The PRE-OP SCHEDULE will provide you with descriptions on each intensive care workshop.
HOW TO USE THE PRE-OP SCHEDULE

      The Conference includes 16 workshops organized into three sessions called OPERATING SUITES.  The first two SUITES offer 6 workshops of varying topics and complexity while the last SUITE has 4 workshops of which 3 are about specific disabilities.  Look at the Conference Schedule to see your workshop choices for each session.  Check the PRE-OP SCHEDULE to look up information about each workshop.   

OPERATING SUITE 1  10:20 a.m. - 11:20 a.m. 

THIS IS GOING TO STING A LITTLE (for all age groups)
Health Insurance: those two little words are enough to make anyone break out in anxiety hives. This “name brand” talk will walk you thru the differences between private, Obama and Medicaid plans, waiver programs and how to appeal when your “generic” services are denied. 

SPORTS THERAPY (for elementary, middle and high school)
This therapeutic workshop will report on a game plan of Adaptable Sports & Avoiding Injuries.  You’ll learn which sports can be adapted, programs available in Hawaii, keeping kids safe, and what kind of advocacy is needed for kids to participate in team and individual sports. 

STITCHING A SAFETY NET (for middle and high school)
When children with intellectual disabilities reach the age of 18, many families look to Guardianship & Alternatives to Guardianship as a means to manage care, supports and benefits.  This workshop will stitch together different options to make a seamless transition for everyone.
GIZMOS & GADGETS  (for all age groups)

Assistive Technology comes in many forms and can be adapted for nearly any age or disability. Once a need has been diagnosed, a prescription for assistance can be achieved through low-tech or high-tech gizmos and gadgets. 
CHILD LIFE SERVICES (for early intervention/preschool)

As you ready yourself and your child for the Transition from Early Intervention to Preschool or Kindergarten, it might feel like you’re leaving the baby ward to the pediatric unit. But have no fear, transition residents will help you feel confident & ready for the big move.
RESPITE-ORY THERAPY (for all age groups)

Many of our patients attend therapy: OT, PT, Speech, and more... but what about caregivers?  We need some extra therapy too!  Bring your tense shoulders and over-stressed brains to this session to learn some Respite and Stress Management techniques designed for busy parents.  
OPERATING SUITE 2   1:20 p.m. - 2:20 p.m.

ANATOMY OF TRANSITION
 (for middle and high school)
There’s no “bones” about it, Transition Planning for Adulthood can make your system “nervous”.  By “circulating” around the different supports and programs already in place, you can “muscle” through the process and “digest” new information in this colorful and detailed workshop. 

TRACHS, VENTS & WHATUMACALLITS (for all age groups)
If your home has been turned into a mini pediatric ward with machines that go beep, tubes that need flushing, bags that need hanging, and supplies to be delivered, you will want to visit this breakout as we discuss Medically Fragile Children’s Issues and how to stay on top of it all.
SINK YOUR TEETH INTO DENTAL CARE (for all age groups)
Learn how to “drill” good dental hygiene habits into daily routines without feeling like you’re “pulling teeth” with this informative appointment that will “fill in the gaps” about Dental Care for Kids. 
CODE BLACK AND BLUE  (for elementary, middle and high school)
Do you know the tell-tale signs and symptoms of a child who is being bullied?  The scars and wounds are often on the inside, but once you know what to look for, you will learn tools and techniques on How to Handle Bullying and become an advocate for those who need it.
A SPOONFUL OF SUGAR...  (for all age groups)
The dose of this prescribed workshop will cover the benefits and risks of using Medicine and Pharmacology. Learn about factual and non-biased resources and interpret some of the terminology used by professionals so you can take that bitter pill and turn it into the best medicine.
DR. RUTH’S POWER HOUR (for middle and high school)
Parents of youngsters with disabilities sometimes wish the topic of sex will never come up, but it surely does.  So take take a booster shot of confidence in helping your teen view Healthy Sexuality as a natural and inevitable part of growing up.

OPERATING SUITE 3   2:30 p.m. - 3:30 p.m

AUTISM STRATEGIES DISCUSSED (for all age groups)
Children with Autism Spectrum Disorder often puzzle even those who work closely with them.  Examine some strategies that will assist you in understanding your child’s unique needs and probe the difference between evidence-based practices and other therapies. 

INVISIBLE WOUNDS (for all age groups)

A Traumatic Brain Injury comes from an external physical injury. Come get your neurons firing and activate your temporal lobe to listen to ways to overcome obstacles and get the latest information on therapies, drugs and life improvement skills. 
A DOUBLE DOSE (for elementary, middle and high school)
Students with intellectual disabilities and a mental health diagnosis are often misunderstood because of their different educational needs.  Double your learning power in this session to gain insights about current evidence based practices to fill a prescription for success!
ADVOCATES WITHOUT BORDERS (for all age groups
Advocacy for a child with a disability is not limited to the educational setting, but crosses over into health care, services and everyday living. Take home some techniques on how to resolve conflicts, become a better advocate with your child’s team and when to utilize community resources.
